A Fresh Install of Windows 10
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If you’ve completed the upgrade from Windows 7 or 8.1 to Windows 10 and your new operating system
does not seem to be working well, you might want to try a clean install of Windows 10 rather than
sticking with the upgrade.

Some users have found the upgrade from Windows 7 or 8 to Windows 10 leaves behind too many
artifacts from the older operating system. Often this can be fixed with a clean install of Windows 10.

Do the Upgrade to Windows 10 First

The first step if you want to perform a clean install of Windows 10 is to take advantage of Microsoft’s
upgrade offer and do the upgrade install before performing a clean install.

When you upgrade a Windows 7 or 8.1 system to Windows 10, Microsoft first confirms that you have a
“Genuine Windows” operating system already installed in your computer. Microsoft then activates your
computer for use with Windows 10. You don’t actually see a Windows 10 product key - Microsoft states
that your hardware is registered with Microsoft’s servers. When you install Windows 10 on that PC again
in the future, it will check in with Microsoft’s servers, confirm it’s installed on a registered PC, and
automatically activate itself.

I have no particular reason not to trust what Microsoft says, or to not trust Microsoft’s servers, but if |
have my Windows 10 product key, | can manually enter and verify it at the beginning of the install
process and know upfront if there is going to be an issue.
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If you don’t take advantage of the upgrade process first, the registration will never happen and your
system will not be issued a Windows 10 product key. A Windows 7 or 8.1 product key will not work for
activating Windows 10. There is no process that will give you a Windows 10 key if you provide your
Windows 7 or 8.1 key.

You can download Microsoft’s Windows 10 media creation tool at https://www.microsoft.com/en-
us/software-download/windows10 and select “Upgrade this PC now.” It will automatically upgrade you
to Windows 10 if your PC is running genuine Windows.

You should see “Windows is activated” here. Also, note whether the edition of Windows 10 you have
installed is Windows 10 Home or Windows 10 Pro. Most users will receive the Home edition as the free
upgrade, but you’ll get Windows 10 Pro if you previously had a Professional edition of Windows 7 or 8.1
installed.

Extract your product key(s)

Once Windows 10 is installed and activated, the new Windows 10 product key can be gleaned from your
system using a product such as Belarc Advisor http://www.belarc.com/free_download.html or a more
powerful but harder to use program, Lazesoft Recovery Suite http://www.lazesoft.com/download.html .
These processes will also report the product keys of any installed software, such as Microsoft Office.

What do | do now?

Return to the Microsoft Windows 10 download page https://www.microsoft.com/en-us/software-
download/windows10 and click on the appropriate download tool. This time instead of upgrading your
computer you are going to choose “Create installation media for another PC”. At a subsequent window
you will be given an opportunity to create either an installation DVD or USB installation thumb drive (at
least 4 GB).

After you have created the installation media, you will have to enter your system’s BIOS (EUFI) and
direct it to boot to your DVD or USB drive. Most newer computers have replaced BIOS with the more
secure EUFI, so you will have to disable EUFI Secure Boot, select legacy boot (BIOS) and set the system
to boot from your installation media. Naturally a custom fresh install of Windows 10 will over write any
data on your system, so you will want to back up all of your data before starting the clean installation.
