Nevada Security Credit Freeze

Our world is changing. The Internet has made many changes in our lives. Most of the changes are good,
but it has also opened us to unwanted snooping. In the last few years, major security breaches have
occurred at many major retail establishments and even the Office of Personnel Management. Personal
information has been stolen including credit card information. We only know the security breaches that
have been announced. There are probably more that we aren’t even aware of. In most cases we don’t
even know who has personal information about us that can lead to identity theft. It is possible for an
individual to take out credit in your name and you don’t even know about it. You can pay for credit
monitoring, but you are only notified AFTER the event has occurred.

Nevada residents (age 65 and older) can notify the three major credit monitoring agencies (Equifax,
Experian and TransUnion) to place a Security Credit Freeze on your accounts for free. When you place a
credit freeze on your credit report, you are telling the credit bureau not to release your credit report in
situations where creditors are trying to open new credit accounts in your name. If you need to establish
credit again for some reason, it is easy to unfreeze and refreeze your credit report for free. You will also
learn how stop pre-approved credit offers through the mail as well as how to stop or limit the junk mail
you receive.

Office 2010 and its successors contain a number of new features, the most notable of which is the
entirely new graphical user interface (ribbon), replacing the menus and toolbars that have been the
cornerstone of Office since its inception with a tabbed toolbar. Office 2010, 2013 and 2016 run on
Windows 10, 8 or 7.

The Internet Is My Cookbook
Searching for Recipes

An oft-spoken motto around our abode is “Fight Boring Food”. Most nights we stay home and cook, as
this gives better portion and ingredient control. We enjoy ethnic food — especially Indian and Thai,
though our repertoire includes all cuisines. Another challenge is coming up with recipes that work well
for two. Often we plan for getting a second meal to get double duty from the original preparation.

As part of the process, we sit down mid-week, after the supermarket flyers have arrived, plus with an
inventory of what'’s in the freezer and refrigerator and figure out the dinner plan for the following week.
Each dinner typically includes a protein, a starch and a vegetable or salad and some fruit. Once we have
a general plan, the challenge is to decide how a given meal will be cooked. The goal is to have lots of
variety.

As an example, we might decide to have chicken one evening. Will it be boneless-skinless breasts or
thighs or a whole roast chicken or do we boil a chicken to make soup or we do cut up the chicken and do
it oven fried or perhaps a pan fricassee? Another night it might be beef - steak, pot roast, braised
brisket, fajitas, carne asada, roast prime rib, sweet and sour? And so on. The choice of prep for the
protein in turn drives the choice of starch —rice, potatoes, egg noodles, pasta, bread and so on — as well
as the choice of veggies or salad.

Often, especially for a preparation we haven’t done for a while, | like to fire up my favorite search
engine and get an idea of how a particular dish is prepared. Usually I'll look over a dozen or so recipes to
get a sense of what ingredients are fundamental to the dish, cooking time and temperature and any
special techniques. Most dishes also involve a sauce or gravy. Once | know what it will take to make the
dish, | note any unusual ingredients (e.g. fresh ginger, cilantro, coconut milk, scallions) on the shopping
list.

Now that I've got your appetite fully aroused, let’s take a look at a couple of real-world examples.

All recipe searches should start with RECIPE followed by your protein (or perhaps veggie), followed by
the preparation. For example: RECIPE CHICKEN TIKKA MASALA EASY. Adding the qualifier EASY to your
search homes in on recipes that don’t have a lot of complex ingredients or preparation. Chicken Tikka
Masala is actually a dish made popular in Britain, using Indian spices, chicken, tomato sauce and plain
yoghurt. My search on Google turned up 420,000 hits — a few too many to read. But the top 10 or so
provide all the essential information.
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Many of the recipes have ratings that help you home in on ones that produce the best results. Many of
the recipes also have calculators to let you adjust the ingredients to the number of portions you want to
make.

This one got 571,000 hits. The top two came from FoodNetwork.com and from Food.com — two of my
favorite sites. The ratings on the recipes are both 4 % stars, so they should be pretty good. Chile Verde is
a spicy pork stew made with onions, jalapenos or milder Ortega chilis, green chili enchilada sauce or

salsa and some seasoning. It’s a single pot meal that’s served in a bowl, so very easy on prep.

UEFI and Repairing Your Computer

Detailed instructions and screenshots shown are for the Windows 10 operating system. Similar options
are available in the Windows 8.1 operating systems.

UEFI (Unified Extensible Firmware Interface) is a standard firmware interface for PCs, designed to
replace BIOS (basic input/output system). This standard was created by over 140 technology companies
to improve security, software compatibility, and address limitations of BIOS.

Some advantages of UEFI firmware include:

e Better security by helping to protect the pre-startup process against bootkit or rootkit attacks.
This makes your security suite much more effective in protecting your system from attacks from
viruses and other malware.

e Faster startup times and resuming from hibernation.

e Support for drives larger than 2.2 terabytes.

e The UEFI interface can be more powerful and user friendly than the older BIOS interface,
depending on what an OEM chooses to offer. UEFI can support using a mouse, making working
in this area easier.

Repair Options with UEFI

The UEFI Secure Boot protocol changes the way repair options are accessed on a computer. To enter
BIOS on an old system you had to hit the appropriate key during the boot process. With UEFI you can
access the boot options menu from within Windows. In Windows 10, click Start and then Power.

Next, press the SHIFT key and click
Restart. This also works from menu
that pops up when you right click the

You don’t even have to be logged into Windows to run the Shift/Restart — it works just as well from the
sign in screen. This can be valuable if the user account become corrupted and cannot be accessed. You
will have to provide administrator credentials to proceed, as with any repair option.

But what if you can’t get your system to boot at all and you need to boot to a repair disk or USB device?
You can still get into UEFI-BIOS by hitting (usually) your f2 or Delete key on restart or a cold start. If
your EUFI does not provide a pause, you might have to attempt this process several times before hitting
it just right. The more advanced motherboards will let you set your system (under Secure Boot) to boot
to other devices than your hard drive.

On some systems you will have to disable Secure Boot in EUFI, and then set your desired legacy boot
device. Naturally you will want to reverse this process when you are done.

What's New?

With Apple's release of new devices and an upgraded operating system, this title seems appropriate.

First, the new devices ... In what might seem to be going backward instead of moving forward, they
announced the release of a smaller iPhone and a smaller iPad. But it's what's inside that counts, and
these new devices are moving forward. The new iPhone 5SE will have all the power and internal specs
of the 6S but in the same size case as the 5S. If you wanted to upgrade your phone but didn't like the
larger size 6 and 6+, you might want to check out the new 5SE.

For the iPad, they have dropped the size back to the original iPad size but used the internal specs of the
larger iPad Pro. For those who wanted the power of the iPad Pro, but didn't like the new size, this one
might be for you.

The new iOS 9.3 is a significant upgrade, and as usual, most changes will not be noticeable, but the
upgrade that | liked is with Notes, one of my favorite apps. You now have the option of arranging your
notes either by date or alphabetically, and to create a password to protect your notes. You can now use
this to create a note to hold all your passwords for example. To use these options, you need to go to
Settings and change the options in Notes.

There have been some problems with uploading the new upgrade on older devices. Apple is aware of
this and is working to make a fix for it. If you can't do an upgrade, wait a few days and try again.
