b. Before You Start Searching

To'use‘the Wiki in your search for ancestral records you will need to
be prepared.
1. Think about what you want to find about your ancestor. Be specific.

2. Consider the location where that event might have happened. The
more you can narrow your search, the more successful you will be.

3. Think about which specific records might contain the information you
are seeking.

4. Work backward instead of forward. Look for a death or marriage
record before looking for a birth record. We generate more and more
records the older we become. The later in time you look, the more
likely you will be to find a record.

5. Consider the record/document trails that all of us leave behind.

It is helpful to know the following two pieces of information before
you begin your search:

A A possible location where your ancestor may have lived; a town, city,
county, state or nation.

A A general time frame of the time between their births and their deaths.
