Fundamentals Review

Dollar remains very strong against foreign currencies.
— Oil priced in dollars —around $46 / barrel.
— OPEC production cuts offset by US fracking.
— Many energy stocks have risen.
— Other commodity prices and stocks of producers still down.
Headlines: ISIS, Russians in Syria, North Korea, Great Britain.

“Flight to quality” (Selling stocks and buying US Govt. debt) has eased bond
yields down. The 10 year Treasury note now yields about 2.20%
The 30 year Treasury note yield is about 2.86%.

China’s economy & markets struggling.

Eurozone — still in BIG trouble due to hoards of refugees.
Federal Reserve likely to raise rates .25% again in June.
Gov’t Claims US Job Situation is improved.

Official Inflation rate as of April 30 was 2.2% / year
— Some fresh food prices have come down (beef, pork, produce)
— NV Gasoline holding ($2.43 at Costco)
— Medical care & insurance is NOT cheap
