Formatted text

Tables

Images (hyperlinks)

Links to other pages (page hyperlinks)

Sounds (file hyperlinks)

Videos (file hyperlinks and script code - Flash, h.264)

A Web page description language is
Hyper Text Markup Language

A Most editing tools generate HTML automatically.
A HTML v4 is standard, HTML v5 is now widely supported.

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User Interface Guidelines (1)

A Watch out for color conflicts.
A Keep backgrounds light.
A Keep text dark — need good contrast.
A Avoid red on green or blue on (color blind users)

A Test your site at various screen resolutions.

A Avoid Font-o-Mania.

A Favor Sans-Serif fonts (Arial, Verdana, Tahoma).

A Avoid fonts t hat ar enavailatle oadl vy
(won't render correctly on most us:

A Use images for elaborate fonts or logos.
A MS Word’s Word Art can cr.eate neat
A New CSS3 standard offers many interesting effects.
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User Interface Guidelines (2)

A Keep total page download times < 30 seconds (dial up)
A Watch image file sizes (big images download slowly)
A Watch PDF file sizes (if large, indicate the size)

A Resist “Way Cool” Mania (distra
A Animated images
A Scrolling marquees
A Pop-ups

A Keep your Main Page “G” Rated

A Links to large downloads should show size
A User may want to wait and download overnight
